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Action Plan:
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Developing a Transition Pathway

This will help everyone understand what needs to happen and who will do what to support young people in their Transition to Adulthood.

Work with Parents/carers
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We are planning to run some workshops to help parents and carers better understand the Transition Process and to help them to prepare for Transition Reviews.
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Person Centred review programme

We will be looking at ways of developing this programme so that more young people can have a person centred review.

We will also do more training with schools and other agencies involved In the Transition Review process.
